Modifications

isavailablefrom your authorised Pride Dealer to further customize your power chair to better suit your needsand/or
preferences. However, under no circumstances should you modify, add, removeor disable any feature, part or function of
your power chair.

Pre-Ride Safety Check
Get to know thefeel of your power chair and its capabilities. Pride recommendsthat you perform asafety check before
each useto make sureyour power chair operates smoothly and safely.

Perform thefollowing inspections prior to using your power chair:

B Check for proper tyreinflation. Maintain but do no exceed 35 psi (2.4 bar) in each tyre (if equipped with pneumatic
tyres).

Check al electrical connections. Make surethey aretight and not corroded.

Check all controller connectionsto the power base. Make surethey are secured properly.

Check the brakes. See V1I1. “Careand Maintenance.”

Check battery charge. See V1. “Batteriesand Charging.”

Tyre Inflation
If your power chair isequipped with pneumatic tyres, you should check or havetheair pressure checked regularly. Proper
inflation pressureswill prolong thelife of your tyresand hel p ensure the smooth operation of your power chair.

WARNING! It is important that 35 psi (2.4 bar) tyre pressure be maintained in pneumatic tyres at
all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tyres. Low pressure may result in loss of control,
and overinflated tyres may burst. Failure to maintain 35 psi (2.4 bar) tyre pressure in pneumatic
tyres at all times may result in tyre and/or wheel failure, causing serious personal injury and/or
damage to your power chair.

A/\ WARNING! Inflate your power chair drive tyres from a regulated air source with an available
pressure gauge. Inflating your tyres from an unregulated air source could overinflate them, resulting
in a burst tyre and/or personal injury.

Incline Information

More and more buildings have rampswith specified degreesof inclination, designed for easy and safe access. Someramps

may haveturning switchbacks (180-degreeturns) that require you to have good cornering skillson your power chair.

B Proceed with extreme caution asyou approach the downgrade of aramp or other incline.

B Takewideswingswithyour power chair’sfront wheelsaround any tight corners. If you do that, the power chair’srear
wheelswill follow awidearc, not cut the corner short and not bumpinto or get hung up on any railing corners.

B Whendriving down aramp, keep the power chair’s speed adjustment set to the slowest speed setting to ensurea
safely controlled descent. SeeVII. “Operation.”

B Avoid sudden stopsand starts.

When climbing anincline, try to keep your power chair moving. If you must stop, start up again dowly and then accelerate
cautioudy. When driving down anincline, set your power chair to the slowest setting and driveintheforward direction
only. If your power chair startsto move down theinclinefaster than you anticipated or desired, allow it to cometo a
complete stop by releasing thejoystick, then push thejoystick forward dightly to ensureasafely controlled descent.

WARNING! When climbing an incline, do not zigzag or drive at an angle up the face of the incline.
Drive your power chair straight up the incline. This greatly reduces the possibility of a tip or a fall.
Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an incline.

/fi\ WARNING! You should not travel up or down a potentially hazardous incline (i.e., areas covered

with snow, ice, cut grass or wet leaves).

WARNING! When on any sort of an incline or decline, never place the power chair in freewheel
mode while seated on it or standing next to it. Doing so may result in personal injury and/or
damage to your power chair.

Although the Select has passed
testing to ascend and descend inclineswith aslope of 17.5% (10°), Pride recommendsthat the maximum slope of an
inclineyou attempt to safely ascend or descend on your power chair does not exceed 10.5% (6°). Seefigure 1.

WARNING! Any attempt to climb or descend a slope steeper than 10.5% (6°) may put your power
chair in an unstable position and cause it to tip, resulting in personal injury.

Braking Information

Your power chair isequipped with two powerful brake systems:

1. Regenerative— usesédectricity torapidly dow thevehiclewhenthejoystick returnsto the centre/stop position.

2. DiscPark Brake— activatesmechanically after regenerative braking dowsthe vehicleto near stop, or when power is
removed fromthe system for any reason.

Cornering Information

Whileyour power chair isequipped with two castor wheels, excessively high cornering speedscan still create the possibil-
ity of tipping. Factorswhich affect the possibility of tipping include, but are not limited to: cornering speed, steeringangle
(how sharply you areturning), uneven road surfaces, inclined road surfaces, riding from an areaof low tractionto an area
of hightraction (such as passing from agrassy areato apaved area—especialy at high speed whileturning) and abrupt
directional changes. High cornering speedsare not recommended. If you fedl that you may tip over inacorner, reduceyour
gpeed and steering angle(i.e., lessen the sharpness of theturn) to prevent your power chair fromtipping.

Every e ectricaly-powered mobility vehicle
hasanimmunity (or resstance) to EMI. The higher theimmunity level, thegregter the protection against EMI. Thisproduct
hasbeen tested and has passed at animmunity level of 20 V/m.

WARNING! Be aware that cell phones, two-way radios, laptops and other types of radio transmitters
may cause unintended movement of your electrically-powered mobility vehicle due to EMI.
Exercise caution when using any of these items while operating your mobility vehicle and avoid
coming into close proximity of radio and TV stations.

A WARNING! The addition of accessories or components to the electrically-powered mobility vehicle
can increase the susceptibility of the vehicle to EMI. Do not modify your power chair/scooter in

any way not authorized by Pride.

When the batteriesand the
motorsare heavily strained (e.g., from excessiveloads), themain circuit breaker tripsto prevent damageto themotorsand
theedectronics.

It may aso requiredisassembly
to makesome comfort adjustments. Figure 10 detail sthose parts of the power chair that are designed to be disassembled and
assembled by anend user or by aqualified carer before using the product or making comfort adjustments.

NOTE: Any nylon insert lock nut removed during the disassembly or adjustment of the power chair must be
replaced with a new nut. Nylon insert lock nuts should not be reused as it may cause damage to the nylon
insert, resulting in a less secure fit. Replacement nylon insert lock nuts are available at local hardware stores
or through your authorised Pride Dealer.

After becoming familiar with your power chair’ soperation, you may find the need to make some adjustmentsto increase
your comfort, such asseat height, armrest angle, foot platform height and angle and joystick module position. Refer to the
following information before making comfort adjustments.

WARNING! If your power chair was configured by your authorised Pride Dealer, please consult
your healthcare professional before changing the seat position or making any other adjustment.
Some adjustments may degrade your power chair’s performance and safety by changing its centre
of gravity.

A/\ WARNING! Some power chair components are heavy. You may need assistance to lift or carry
them. Please refer to the specifications table for specific component weights before you

disassemble the power chair.

WARNING! Prevent injury. Remove the occupant from the power chair before making any
adjustments unless otherwise stated.

Seat Height Adjustment
You can changethe seat height to one of threepositionsin
2.5-cm(1-in.) increments.

To changethe seat height:

Anti-Tip Wheels

Theanti-tip wheelsare designed to give your power chair increased stability onrough surfaces. Theanti-tipwheelsare
preset at thefactory for smooth surfacesor indoor useonly. 1f you plan on using your power chair on rough surfaces, it
may be necessary to adjust the anti-tip wheelsto better suit your needs. The anti-tip wheelsmay need adjustment if the
followingoccurs

B \Whencomingtoastop, your power chair tipsforward excessively.

B Theanti-tipwhedsconstantly rub theground.

WARNING! Consult your authorised Pride Dealer before attempting to change the anti-tip wheel
height! Changing the anti-tip wheel height affects handling under acceleration!

A WARNING! The higher you raise the anti-tip wheels, the more you increase your power chair’s
tendency to tilt forward while decelerating. You can compensate for this by having your authorised

Pride Dealer make a small adjustment to the pre-programmed deceleration setting in the controller
or by moving the seat assembly farther to the back of your power chair.

&@' PROHIBITED! Do not remove the anti-tip wheels.

NOTE: Each drive tyre must be inflated to 35 psi (2.4 bar) if equipped with pneumatic tyres. The user must
also be seated in the power chair in order to properly adjust the anti-tip wheels.

Positioning Belt

The positioning belt isdesigned to support the operator so
that he/she doesnot slide down or forward in the seat and
can be adjusted for operator comfort. Seefigure 20.

Toinstall thepositioning belt:

1. Removetherearmost screw that holdsthe seat hingeto
the seat base on both theleft and right seat hinges.

2. Insert the screw through the supplied washer, through
thepositioning belt, andinto the seat basefor each side
of the power chair seat.

3. Tighten both screws.

Toadjust thepositioning belt for operator comfort:

BATTERIES AND CHARGING

The Jazzy Select usestwo long-lasting, 12-volt, deep-cycle batteries. These batteries are sealed and maintenancefree.
Sincethey are seded, thereisno need to check the eectrolyte (fluid) level. Degp-cycle batteriesare designed to handlea
longer and deeper discharge. Thoughthey are smilar in appearanceto automotive batteries, they are not interchangeable.
Automotive batteriesare not designed to handlealong, deep discharge, and also are unsafefor usein power chairs.

WARNING! Battery posts, terminals and related accessories contain lead and lead compounds.
Wash hands after handling.

A\ WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not use batteries that exceed the
recommended type and amp-hour capacity. Do not use batteries with different amp-hour capacities.

Refer to specifications table in this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger
for recommended type and capacities.

NOTE: For more information on battery charging, refer to the operation manual supplied with your battery
charger.

Charging the Batteries
Thebattery charger isessentia in providing long lifefor your power chair batteries. It isdesigned to optimizeyour power
chair’sperformance by charging the batteries safely, quickly and eesily.

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can create electrical hazard. If necessary, properly
install an approved 3-pronged adapter to an electrical outlet having 2-pronged plug access. Failure
to heed could result in personal injury and/or property damage.

PROHIBITED! Never use an extension lead to plug in your battery charger. Plug the charger directly
into a properly wired standard electrical outlet.

WARNING! You must recharge your power chair’s batteries with the supplied off-board battery
charger. Do not use an automotive-type battery charger.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Read the battery charging instructions in
this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger before charging the batteries.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do no expose the off-board battery charger
to rain or other sources of moisture unless it has been tested for outdoor use. Refer to the manual
supplied with the battery charger for more information.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Explosive gases may be generated while

charging the batteries. Keep the power chair and the battery charger away from sources of ignition
such as flames or sparks and provide adequate ventilation when charging the batteries.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Inspect the battery charger, wiring and
connectors for damage before each use. Contact your authorised Pride Dealer if damage is found.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not attempt to open the battery charger
case. If the battery charger does not appear to be working correctly, contact your authorised
Pride Dealer.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! If the off-board battery charger is equipped
with cooling slots, then do not attempt to insert objects through these slots.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not allow unsupervised children to play
near the power chair while the batteries are charging.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! If your off-board battery charger has not

been tested and approved for outdoor use, then do not expose it to adverse or extreme weather
A conditions. If the battery charger is exposed to adverse or extreme weather conditions, then it

must be allowed to adjust to the difference in environmental conditions before use indoors. Refer
to the manual supplied with the battery charger for more information.

Tochargethebatteriesusing an off-board charger:

1. Postionyour power chair next to astandard electrical outlet.
2. Turnoff power totheunit.

3. Openthecharger bag.

4. Removethecharger.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not charge the batteries with the battery
charger in the charger bag. Remove the charger from the bag before operating.

5. Plugtheoff-board charger into the off-board charger port on the power base. Seefigure6.
6. Plugtheoff-board charger intotheelectrical outlet.

NOTE: If it is a Pride off-board charger, then there are two lightsin it. The red light indicates that power to
the off-board charger ison. Thegreen light indicatesthat the batteriesarefully charged. If itisnot a Pride off-
board charger, then follow the instructions supplied by the manufacturer.

7. Whenthebatteriesarefully charged, unplug the off-board charger from the electrical outlet and then from the off-
board charger port.
8. Storethecharger inthecharger bag.

Battery Break-in

Tobreak in new batteriesfor maximum efficiency:

1. Fully rechargeany new battery prior toitsinitial use. Thisbringsthe battery up to about 90% of its peak perfor-
mancelevel.

2. Operateyour power chair throughout the house and grounds. Movedowly at first, and do not travel too far until you
become accustomed to the controlsand break in the batteries.

3. Givethebatteriesanother full charge of 8 to 14 hoursand operate your power chair again. The batterieswill now
perform at over 90% of their potential.

4. Afterfour or fivecharging cycles, the batterieswill top off at 100% chargeand last for an extended period.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)

How doesthecharger work?

The battery charger takesthe standard electrical outlet voltage (alternating current) and convertsit to 24 VDC (direct
current). Thepower chair batteriesusedirect current to run your power chair. When the battery voltageislow, the charger
worksharder to chargethe battery. Asthe battery voltage approachesfull charge, the charger doesnot work ashardto
completethe charging cycle. When the battery isfully charged, theamperagefromthecharger isnearly at zero. Thisishow
the charger maintainsacharge but does not overchargethe battery.

Can | useadifferent battery charger?
You should usethecharger supplied with the power chair. It isthe safest, most efficient tool to chargethe batteries. Wedo
not recommend using other typesof chargers(e.g., an automotive battery charger).
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NOTE: Your power chair’s charger will not operate after the batteries have been discharged to nearly zero
voltage. If this happens, call your authorised Pride Dealer for assistance.

How oftenmugt | chargethebatteries?
Many factorscomeinto play when deciding how often to chargethe batteries. You may useyour power chair all day ona
daily basisor you may not useit for weeksat atime.

B Daily Use
If you useyour power chair onadaily bas's, charge the batteries as soon asyou arefinished usng your power chair.
Your power chair will beready each morningto giveyou a full day’sservice. Itisrecommended that you chargethe
batteries8to 14 hours after daily use.

B InfreguentUse
If you useyour power chair infrequently (onceaweek or |ess), you should chargethe batteries at | east once per week
for 12to 14 hours.

NOTE: Keep your batteries fully charged and avoid deeply discharging your batteries. Do not charge the
batteries for more than 24 hours at a charging cycle.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?

Rarely do you haveanideal driving situation such assmooth, flat, hard terrain with nowind, hillsor curves. Moreoften
you are presented with hills, pavement cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curvesand wind. All of these
factorswill affect the distance or running time per battery charge. Below are afew suggestionsfor obtai ning the maxi-
mum range per charge:

B Alwayschargethebatteriesfully prior toyour trip.

B Panyourtripinadvancetoavoidinclinesif possible.

B Limitbaggageweight to essentia items.

B Trytomantainaneven speed and avoid stop-and-go driving.

What type of batteriesshould | use?

We recommend deep-cycle batteries that are seal ed and maintenance free. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-cycle
batteriesthat aresimilar in performance. Refer to the specificationstablefor moreinformation regarding the batteriesused
withyour power chair.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals contained in batteries. Use only AGM or Gel-Cell batteries to
reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

Why do my new batteries seem weak ?

Deep-cyclebatteriesemploy amuch different chemical technol ogy than that usedin car batteries, nicke-cadmium (nicads)
or in other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteries are specifically designed to provide power, drain down their
charge and then accept arelatively quick recharge. AGM and Gel-Cell batteries should be charged as often aspossible.
They do not havea® memory” like nickel-cadmium batteries.

Wework closely with our battery manufacturer to provide abattery that best suitsyour power chair’s specific demands.
Fresh batteriesarriveregularly at Pride and are promptly shipped withafull charge. During shipping, the batteriesencoun-
ter temperature extremesthat may influenceinitial performance. Heat robsthe chargefrom the battery, and cold dowsthe
power avail able and extends the time needed to recharge the battery (just aswith acar battery).
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It might take afew daysfor thetemperature of the battery to stabilize and adjust to itsnew ambient temperature. More
importantly, it will takeafew “charging cycles’ (apartia drain—then afull recharge) to establish thecritical chemical
balancethat isessentia to the battery’s peak performanceandlong life. It will bewell worthit to takethetimeto break in
your battery properly.

NOTE: The useful life of a battery is quite often a reflection of the care it receives.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?

A fully charged deep-cyclebattery will providereliable performance and extended battery life. Keep your power chair’'s
batteriesfully charged whenever possible. Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged or
stored without afull chargemay be permanently damaged, causing unreliable power chair operation and limited battery life.

NOTE: If the need is urgent, then it is acceptable to occasionally use the power chair before the batteries are
fully charged.

How should | storemy power chair and itsbatteries?
If you do not useyour power chair regularly, we recommend maintaining battery vitality by charging the batteriesat |east
once per week.

If you do not plan on using your power chair for an extended period, fully chargethe batteries prior to storage. Disconnect
thebattery harnessesand storethe power chair inawarm, dry environment. Avoid temperature extremes, such asfreezing
and excessively hot conditions, and never attempt to charge afrozen battery. A cold or frozen battery should bewarmed
for severa daysprior to recharging.

What about publictransport?

AGM and Gel-Cell batteries are designed for application in power chairsand other mobility vehicles, allowing safe
transport on aircraft, busesand trains, asthereisno danger of spillage or leakage. We suggest you contact thecarrier’s
ticket counter in advanceto determinethat carrier’s specific requirements.

What about shipping?
If youwishto use afreight company to ship your power chair to your final destination, repack your power chair inthe
origina shipping container and ship the batteriesin separate boxes.

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GC CONTROLLER SYSTEM

Theeélectronic controller iswhat you useto operate your power chair. The el ectronic controller enablesyou to movethe
power chair, aswell asmonitor battery charge, € ectronic controller functionsand the condition of your el ectrical system.
The GCisamodular electronic controller system. The system consists of ajoystick module and apower module. See
figure21. Typically, thejoystick moduleismounted to one of thearmrestsand isconnected to apower modulelocated on
the power base.

Thecontroller system supplied with your power chair has been pre-programmed to meet your needs. The programisset
using either apersonal computer with software provided by the controller manufacturer or with ahand-held programmer,
also provided by the controller manufacturer.

WARNING! The controller program can affect speed, acceleration, deceleration and braking. If it
is programmed incorrectly or outside of the safe limits as determined by your healthcare
professional, it can create a dangerous situation.

Battery Condition Meter: Thebattery condition meter consistsof five LEDsarranged inan arc over the on/off and horn
buttons. Seefigure 21. The battery condition meter indicatesthe status of the electrical system using LED codes. For
example, asthe battery voltage drops, the number of L EDsreducesfrom right to left. When the battery capacity dropsto
10% or below, theleft red LED will flash. Battery condition meter codesareasfollows:

L eft Red L ED Flashing: Battery chargeislow; Chargethe batteries as soon aspossible.

Right-to-L eft Sep of LEDs: Thecontroller isinlock mode; Unlock the controller.

L eft-to-Right Rippleof LEDs: Thecontroller isin programming, inhibit or charging mode.

Daily Checks

B Withthecontroller systemturned off, check thejoystick. Make sureit isnot bent or damaged and that it returnsto the
neutral position when you releaseit. Check the rubber boot around the base of the joystick for damage. Visually
inspect the boot. Do not handleor try to repair it. Seeyour authorised Pride Dealer if thereisaproblem.

B Visualy inspect thejoystick module cable. Make surethat it isnot frayed, cut or hasany wires exposed. Seeyour
authorised Pride Dedler if thereisaproblem.

B Check for flat spotson solid tyres. Flat spotscould adversely affect stability.

Weekly Checks

B Disconnect and inspect thejoystick modulefrom the power base. Look for corrosion. Contact your authorised Pride
Dedler if necessary.

B Ensurethat dl partsof thecontroller system are securely fastened to your power chair. Do not overtighten any screws.

B Check for proper tyreinflation. There should be 35 psi (2.4 bar) in each tyre. If atyre doesnot hold air, seean
authorised Pride Dedler for replacement of thetube.

B Cdibratethejoystick if anoticeabledifferencein performanceisdetected or if thejoystick doesnot operate properly.
To cdibratethejoystick, power off theunit, placethejoystick inthe neutral position and power theunit back on. If a
problem still existswith your joystick’s performance, contact your authorised Pride Dedler.

B Check thebrakes. Thistest should be carried out onalevel surfacewith at least threefeet of clearance around your
power chair.

To check thebrakes:

1. Turnontheunit and turn down the speed level of your power chair.

2. After onesecond, check the battery condition meter. Make surethat it remainson.

3. Sowly pushthejoystick forward until you hear the el ectric brakesclick. Immediately releasethejoystick. You must be
ableto hear each electrical brake operating within afew seconds of joystick movement. Repeat thistest threetimes,
pushing thejoystick rearwards, then left and thenright.

Monthly Checks

B Check for drivetyrewear. Seeyour authorised Pride Dedler for repair.

B Check the castor wheelsfor wear. Replacethem as necessary.

B Check thecastor forksfor damage or fluttering which indicatesthat they may need to be adjusted or havethebearings
replaced. Seeyour authorised Pride Dealer for repair.

B Keepyour power chair clean and free of foreign material, suchasmud, dirt, hair, food, drink, etc.

Yearly Checks
Takeyour power chair to your authorised Pride Dedler for yearly maintenance. Thishel psensurethat your power chair is
functioning properly and hel psprevent future complications.

Your power chair should bestoredinadry place, freefrom temperature extremes. When storing, disconnect the batteries
fromthe power chair.
